Quick tips for navigating Capitol Hill:

e Ride Shares/taxis will know where to go if you simply tell them the name of the Capitol
Hill office building.

e Plan to arrive at least 20 minutes early for your meeting to allow time for security lines.

machine upon entrance. No weapons or sharp objects.

e Once you are inside the office buildings, underground tunnels connect all the House
buildings and Senate buildings. You do not need to go outside and through security again
unless you are going from the House to the Senate.
