
Long Term Care Jobs Report
January 2023

Looking at data from the federal government, nursing homes are still facing historic job 
losses while other health care industries have mostly rebounded to pre-pandemic levels.
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Nursing homes have lost more than 200,000 workers 
over the course of the pandemic.
